touch with some activities at the churches. 1
do want to provide some brief notes of pro-
gress in a number of areas.

It looks like there will be some changes to
the summer outdoor worship experience at
East Guilford. Unadilla will be worshiping
with us dunng the month of July. Also, it is
very likely that we will have live music for
most, if not all, the worship services. We are
also going to try to promote these services a
little more in Sidney and next door at the
camp grounds.

While Unadilla is worshiping at East Guil-
ford during July, a new elevator will be in-
stalled which will have stops in the base-
ment, rear of the sanctuary, and balcony at
Unadilla.

The Unadilla Methodists will begin their ex-
perience with a new pastor in July, and hope
that is when they will be reunited as a con-

gregation in their newly refurbished sanctu-

ary.

The Unadilla reconstruction plans are pro-
ceeding. In addition to the elevator, the ta-
bles and chairs (which have been fully sub-
scribed), there will also be 2 new restrooms
under construction in the basement. Other
items, including the layout for the kitchen,
layout and equipment for Sunday School and
Youth programs, and other amenities and
decorating ideas are shaping up. As soon as
we have a firm estimate for the total program
cost, we will begin a capital campaign to pay
forit all. Stay tuned. We will likely be eligi-
ble for a General Assembly disaster recon-
struction loan after the appropnate red tape
has been completed. If you have ideas for the
design, layout or equipment for the basement,
please let Gerry Green know as soon as pos-
sible.

East Guilford is currently working on plans
for continuing their very successful family
fellowship evenings in the fall. If you have
ideas for programs, please let Joyce Warren
know.

The PNC (Pastor Nominating Committee) is
about ready to post the CIF {(Church Informa-
tion Form) for the churches. They will then
begin receiving PIFs (Personal Information
Forms) from pastors interested in the posi-
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tion. This will keep them busy over the sum-
mer, as they work to find the right next pastor.
I will also probably begin looking for my next
position during this time. It will be nice if eve-
rything works out so that both transitions hap-
pen at about the same time.

I am sure that many of these items will be cov-
ered in more detail by the various committee
chairs other places in the newsletter or in bulle-
tin inserts in coming weeks. Also, please keep
checking the websites for up to date informa-
tion. We are going to try to load this newsletter
on the websites. When we do, let us know
what you think of it there and whether you will
use it more in paper or website form (or both).
